Lesson Plan Title: Imaginary World
Grade Level: 5+
Your name: Hillary Callihan
Objectives:

1. (Domain 1: Artistic perception): Students will learn the concepts of the elements of art on a basic level. For example, students will learn about space through the use of Linear and Atmospheric Perspectives to create an “imaginary world”. 

2. (Domain 2: Creative Expression): Students will learn to use the wet-on-wet and Tarashikomi techniques of water color painting and drawing to communicate the concept of surrealism.

3. (Domain 3: Historical and Cultural Context of the Visual Arts): Students will learn Linear and Atmospheric Perspectives to create their imaginary world. Students will learn about the style of art known as surrealism, as well as the artists that were influenced by this style such as Dali, Magritte and Chagall.

4. (Domain 4: Aesthetic Valuing): Students will learn about and understand the traditional and innovative ways of creating space to invent their own imaginary world.


5. (Domain 5: Connections, Relationships, and Application): Students will learn distortion and juxtaposition while using surrealism to create their imaginary world. They will also learn other subjects such as art history, architecture, math and psychology through integration of the subject matter.

Procedures:
Introduction: Briefly discuss the background of Surrealism and it’s characteristics through the work of Dali, Magritte and Chagall.

1. Think of your own imaginary world and what concepts of space you will use. (Linear or atmospheric)

2. Sketch your idea on watercolor paper

3. Use oil pastels on the positive space of your drawing (The objects) but leave the rest (The background, sky or outer area) untouched.
            4. Use the watercolor techniques of Tarashikomi or wet-on-wet to paint the entire picture.
Closure: Put up student work and have students describe their imaginary worlds and what perspective they used. The teacher will critique the work in private.
