Instrument Lesson

Materials needed: 4 egg shakers, 2 chiquita shakers, 1 arte indignia, cactus rain stick, 1 mini cabasa, 4 hand drums, 1 vibra slap, basic beat rhythm sticks, 2 finger symbols, 12 bar chime tree, 2 triangles, 5 glockenspiels 
Procedure:

Anticipatory Set          Instructional Input           (Modeling          Check for Understanding          Practice)         Closure
A. Good morning boys and girls my name is Miss Hillary and this is my partner Miss Bronte. Can anyone tell me what some types of weather you might see are? Today we are going to be playing instruments to sound like different weather.
1. I am going to read you a poem about the weather now so everyone needs to be sitting four on the floor with their best listening ears on.
2. Read Poem

3. We are going to break you up into 5 groups and each group is going to get to be a type of weather so everyone sit quietly while we make your groups.

4. Now we are going to introduce you to some instruments and hand them out to the groups.

5. I am going to read each section of the poem now and when you hear your group’s part play your instrument but if it isn’t your turn you need to be sitting with your instrument on the floor and your hands in your lap. 

6. This time I am going to read the poem all the way through and when you hear your weather play your instrument but remember when it’s not your weather part hands in your lap instrument on the floor. (remind students of rule if they keep playing instruments when not their turn.) 
7. Read poem a second time with instruments.

Closure: What were the types of weather that the poem talked about? What were some of the instruments that we played today? 
Educational Objective:  By the end of this lesson, students will have learned about the different types of weather. They will also have learned about the different instruments and what their names are.
